Regular Meeting

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Tom Shevlot, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Bob Jones, Rick Wells, Greg Allen and Elizabeth Wheeler were present.

STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Deputy Controller Streeter, City Attorney Hoff, Deputy Police Chief Woodruff, Fire Chief Batalis, Deputy Fire Chief Hardie, Fire Division Chief Wallace, Park Superintendent Martin, Director of Administration and Code Compliance Anthony, Streets and Solid Waste Director Lotts, Crime Watch Director Sokol, Administrative Assistant Meyer and several firefighters were present.

Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Shevlot recognized Councilor Jeff Coats from the City-County Council of Indianapolis who was in the audience.  Councilor Freeman expressed concerns about fireworks being improperly set off and discussed Waste Management moving out of the facility on 56th Street and Ray’s Trash Service moving into that facility and transferring the solid waste permit.  Councilor Wells said he was concerned about empty storage tanks in residential areas and what’s in the tanks; he’s concerned about zoning and code issues regarding the tanks; he made comments about the media advisory that was released June 27, 2016 by Councilor Williams.  Councilor Jones also made comments about the media advisory. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Councilor Wheeler moved to approve the minutes of the regular meetings on June 6, 2016 and June 15, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS: Councilor Freeman moved to approve Payroll Claims for $840,409.19 [June 15, 2016 payroll], payroll Claims for $784,827.26 [June 30, 2016 payroll] and invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $850,679.19]. The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis.  Following a lengthy debate and discussion, by a show of hands, the motion carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:  Councilor Giles said the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee met and discussed Resolution No. 9, 2016, Proposal No. 9, 2016, Proposal No. 10, 2016, Proposal No. 11, 2016 and the professional service contract with Sondhi Solutions.  The Committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 10, 2016 with amendments.  The Committee recommended a do pass for Proposal No. 9, 2016, Proposal No. 11, 2016, Resolution No. 9, 2016 and the contract with Sondhi Solutions.  
PUBLIC HEARING: Pursuant to advertising, Councilor Williams opened the floor for the public hearing concerning Proposal No. 11, 2016.  Councilor Williams called for comment and testimony.  The following citizens addressed the Council:

Thereupon, the public hearing was closed.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 8, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to the EMS Fund, remains tabled until December 21, 2016.
Council President Williams requested approval of a professional service contract with Sondhi Solutions (Exhibits A & B).  Councilor Shevlot moved to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
Proposal No. 9, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to Fund 257-COIT special distribution and the General Fund, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Freeman moved to adopt Proposal No. 9, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
Proposal No. 10, 2016, establishing fund 257-COIT Special Distribution Fund to receipt and account for funds received pursuant to IC 6-3.6-9-17, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Shevlot moved to accept Proposal No. 10, 2016 as amended in place of the original proposal.  The motion to amend Proposal No. 10, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Giles and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council. Councilor Freeman moved to adopt amended Proposal No. 10, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Chavis and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.     
Resolution No. 9, 2016, declaring intent to acquire certain information technology property by lease-purchase agreement, was read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Shevlot moved to adopt Resolution No. 9, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.     
NEW BUSINESS:  Proposal No. 11, 2016, amending the 2016 budget as approved by the Common Council with respect to the EMS Fund, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  Councilor Shevlot moved to suspend the rules and adopt on first reading.  Councilor Giles seconded the motion.  By a show of hands, the vote carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  Councilor Shevlot moved to adopt Proposal No. 11, 2016.  Councilor Freeman seconded the motion.  Controller Fenwick discussed Proposal No. 11, 2016 and responded to questions from the Council.  Following discussion, by a show of hands, the vote carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.  
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Councilor Jones moved to give authorization to Controller Fenwick to write a check to Indiana Family and Social Services Administration in the amount of $224,166.99 prior to July 13, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Wells and carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.     
ADMINISTRATION COMMENTS:  Mayor Collier addressed the Council.  He discussed the 4th of July events to include the chicken wing eating contest between the Police and Fire Departments to raise funds for the Susan Jordan Memorial Fund.  Mayor Collier, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick and Fire Chief Batalis responded to questions from the Council regarding the sustainability of the EMS salary increases.  All three expressed confidence an increase is sustainable.
