Regular Meeting
MEMBERS PRESENT: Council Members Joe Williams, Lisa Chavis, Sherron Freeman, William Tyrrell Giles, Elizabeth Wheeler, Rick Wells, Bob Jones and Greg Allen were present
ALSO PRESENT:  Clerk Kathleen Walton and Attorney Jonathan Hughes (Bose McKinney & Evans LLP)
STAFF PRESENT: Mayor Collier, Controller/Deputy Mayor Fenwick, Deputy Controller Streeter, Corporation Counsel Gutting, Police Chief Hofmann, Deputy Police Chief Bigsbee and Fire Chief Batalis were present.
Council President Joe Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and announced a quorum was present. 
COMMENTS OF COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Councilor Freeman asked the administration to identify the amount of fluoride that should be in the water in the “Lawrence Lift”.  She also asked when a street sign would be replaced on Albury because it is misspelled.  Councilor Wells asked if all the street signs have been completed.  Mayor Collier said the project is about half completed.  Councilor Giles expressed concerns about the intersection at 46th Street and Franklin Road.  There needs to a public meeting to discuss the issue.  Councilor Williams expressed safety being jeopardized by people bypassing the barriers.  Councilor Jones asked if the old street signs could be purchased from the City.  Mayor Collier said yes.  Councilor Wells asked if the City can return to the earlier practice of holding an annual auction for property no longer needed.  In response, Mayor Collier indicated he is planning a public auction sometime early next summer.  Councilor Williams reported that he attended the most recent Park Board meeting and was left with questions about accountability of funds and the unfair treatment of citizens seeking to use park facilities.  He asked the Park Committee to meet and address these issues. 
APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS:  Councilor Wheeler moved to approve Invoices [for vendors] as presented today [for $432,623.28] minus voucher number 104857 in the amount of $26,016.10 to Partnerships for Lawrence Inc. She requested voucher number 104857 be placed in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Giles.  By a show of hands, the vote carried by the following vote of the Council:  Five (5) aye votes and three (3) nay votes (Councilors Jones, Wells and Freeman).  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Proposal No. 25, 2016, amending Title 3, Article 3, Chapter 1, Sections 11 and 13 of the Municipal Code of the City of Lawrence, Indiana with respect to animal regulations, was introduced and read only by title by Clerk Walton.  The Code Committee met prior to the Council meeting, and Councilor Wheeler reported that the committee recommended a do pass with amendments.  After that, Attorney Hughes outlined the details of the proposal and the amendments. Councilor Jones moved to accept Proposal No. 25, 2016 as amended by the Finance Committee in place of the original proposal.  The motion to amend Proposal No. 25, 2016 was seconded by Councilor Wheeler.  Following a discussion, that included several members of the Council and Attorney Hughes, the vote to accept amended Proposal No. 25, 2016 carried by a unanimous vote of the Council.   Councilor Wheeler moved to adopt amended Proposal No. 25, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Jones and carried a unanimous vote of the Council.
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The professional service contract with Regions Financial for a master lease to consolidate finances for IT, a snow plow and fire equipment remains in the Administration, Budget and Finance Committee.  Councilor Giles requested an extension for further committee consideration.  Councilor Williams granted that request.
